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This competition is open to all eligible skaters, who are members in good standing and elige to
compete in nonqualifying competitions according to U.S. Figure Skating Rule 3055. Competitors
may enter as many events for which they are qualified by test level and age as of the entry deadline,
Sept. 3, 2010. Competitors may skate up one level. Skaters may not take a test between the close of
entries and the competition, unless the test does not affect the qualifications of the level they
registered to skate during the non-qualifying competition.

All competition events will be governed by the 2010-2011 USFS Rulebook. The Competition
Committee reserves the right to limit the number of entries, eliminate events, combine and/or divide
groups as necessary

Entry deadlines must be postmarked by Sept. 3, 2010 and must be submitted with the entrance fee.
Private postage meters will not be accepted as proof of postmark date. Late entries will be accepted
at the discretion of the Competition Committee and must include a double entry fee.

All entrance fees must be paid in US dollars. Checks, money order, certified check and credit
cards (Visa, MC, American Express, Discover) will be accepted. Make the checks payable to:
Charter Oak FSC. There will be a $25.00 charge for any returned checks and re-submittal of the
entry form will require a money order or certified check. Please see the bottom of each form for
credit card payment information.

Each skater will receive one competitor and one chaperone pass with each paid registration.
There will be a limit of 2 professionals per skater. Each professional must have completed the
Coach Registration process with U.S. Figure Skating, be a current U.S. Figure Skating member and

be a minimum of CER Category B compliant.

All events will be run using the 2010-2011 Rulebook. Please refer to the rulebook for specific program requirements.
Skaters may choose to participate in either the test track or the well balanced free skate event track but not both.

The 6.0 judging system will be used for all events.

WELL BALANCED FREESKATE

EVENT REQUIREMENTS PROGRAM TIME
BEGINNER No Free Skate test passed. Only single jumps - NO AXEL 1:30 minutes
PRE-PRELIMINARY May not have passed tests higher than Pre-Preliminary Free Skate Test. With Axel — NO DOUBLE JUMPS 1:30 minutes
PRELIMINARY Pre-Preliminary Free Skate Test but no higher than Preliminary. With axel — up to two different double jumps 1:30 minutes
PRE-JUVENILE Preliminary Free Skate Test but no higher than Pre-Juvenile. 2:00 minutes

OPEN JUVENILE Pre-Juvenile Free Skate Test but no higher than Juvenile. Age 13 or older as of 07/06/2010 2:15 minutes

ADULT EVENTS Must be at least 21 years old

ADULT NO-TEST May not have passed any US Figure Skating tests and no higher than ISI FS2. Only half jumps, salchows and toeloops. Not to exceed 1:40 minutes

ADULT PRE-BRONZE

May not have passed tests higher than Adult Pre-Bronze, Pre-Preliminary Free Skate or ISI FS 3. NO LUTZ, AXEL, OR
DOUBLE JUMPS

Not to exceed 1:40 minutes

Adult Pre-Bronze Free Skate Test but no higher than Adult Bronze, Preliminary Free Skate or ISI FS 4. NO AXEL - NO

ADULT BRONZE DOUBLE JUMPS Not to exceed 1:50 minutes
ADULT SILVER Adult Bronze Free Skate Test but no higher than Adult Silver, Pre-Juvenile Free Skate, or ISI FS 5. Not to exceed 2:10 minutes
ADULT GOLD Adult Silver or Gold Freestyle Test but no higher than Juvenile Free Skate or ISI FS 6. Not to exceed 2:40 minutes

COMPETITIVE TEST TRACK

Competitors will skate to music of their choice. Deductions WILL be made for skaters including technical elements not permitted in the event
description: 0.1 from EACH mark for each technical element included that is not permitted in the event description; 0.2 from the technical mark for
each extra or lacking element; 0.1 for any spin with less than required revolutions.
